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Today I’m going to talk about Module 9 Unit 1 “We laughed a lot.” of New Standard English, Book 10. This lesson is for the students of Grade Five. It mainly consolidates the past tense. 

Analysis of the students 

The students are in Grade Five. They have learned English for five years. They can understand the teacher’s simple classroom English and take part in the activities. Since they have learned the past tense, this lesson is not very difficult for them. And most of them are interested in English.

Teaching aims 

According to the new lesson standard and combining the students’ situation, I make the teaching aims of this lesson as follows.

    1. Knowledge aims

     a. To enable the students to grasp the words :theatre, men, women, actor, joke

     b. Learn the usage of the words in the past tense. 

     c. To grasp the form of the letter.

2. Ability aims

a. To improve the students’ language ability .

b. To encourage the students to communicate with the others actively.

3. Emotion aims

a,To encourage the students to cooperate with the others.

b.To develop students’ interest in English.
c. To increase the experiences, to get to know different cultures in different countries, and to open up the students’ sight.

Teaching key and difficult points

a. Key points
To master and use the words, sentence pattern and consolidate the past tense.

Learn the past tense of irregular English verbs
b. Difficult points
Students can use the correct verbs  of past tense in their daily talking.

Teaching methods
 According to the modern teaching theories, I will  adopt the TSA (Total Situational Activity) method and TBLT(Task-based Language Teaching) method. I will establish a real scene and the interaction between the teacher and the students. I will also offer the students an opportunity to complete the tasks in which students can use language to achieve the specific outcome. 

Teaching  procedure

   In  order  to  realize  the  teaching  procedure properly  and  efficiently,   I divide the teaching procedure into five steps.

Ⅰ  Warm up
Ⅱ Presentation

Ⅲ Text teaching
Ⅳ Consolidation
ⅤSummary and homework 

Step1: Warm up
1. Greeting.
2. Play a guessing game. Listen to the sounds and guess.
3. Free talk. What did you do last night?
Purpose: Play a guessing game can make students feel pleased and can also review the phrases. Then, have a free talk about “What did you do last night?”.  It can review the past tense.
 Step 2: Presentation 

1. Show the picture of Daming. Ask: What did Daming do?

The students should answer: He read a letter from Lingling.

2. Show a picture of a clown. Guess: Where did Lingling go? What did she do?

Purpose: To take on the text, and make the students to be interested in this text.
Step 3: Text teaching
1. Listen to the tape and find words in the past tense.

2. Learn the past tense of irregular English verbs.
3. Learn the rules of the verb’s past tense.
Purpose: It can help the students get a main understanding of the text.

 Past tense is very important in this lesson. So learn the regular forms of the verbs when they change into the past form.

4. Listen to the text again and answer the questions:

Q1: Where did Lingling go?

Q2: What did they see? 
Q3:What did they eat?

Purpose: The questions can help the students get a better understanding of the text. 

5.Learn the words of “theatre, actor, joke, women, men” 
Try to say the sentence with these words.
Purpose: To use the words. Learn useful English.

6. Pay attention of “women” “men” “children”
 Teach  the plural of the nouns.

7. Learn the function sentences.
Purpose: Help the students to know the rules of plural.
8.Learn the phrase of “be ready for”  Use this phrase to say sentences.
9.Listen to the tape and read after the tape.

10.Read the text in your groups.

Purpose: To improve the students’ ability of reading and listening.

11. Try to find the differences between the letter in English and the letter in Chinese.
Purpose:To grasp the form of the letter.

Step 4: Consolidation
1. Read and circle the correct words.

Purpose: Students can use the correct verbs in description of past tense，and review the plural of the nouns.
2. Student’s Book  Activity 3

Look at the picture and guess: What did he do last night?

Practise to ask and answer in groups.

Purpose: To develop the students’ ability of communication. In this step , the students can say in groups. It can also improve the students’ cooperate skills.
3. Let’s have a competition. Say as quickly as you can.

The teacher show a sentence, the students should say the past tense of this senteces.

Purpose: To use the past tense, and make the students be interested in this activity.

4. Write. If you are Daming, how to reply a letter to Lingling？

Purpose：To improve the students’ ability of wrting.

Step 5: Summary and homework

1. Sum up what have learned.

2. Homework.

 Copy the words and sentences.
 Finish the letter to Lingling, then read for your parents.

Purpose: I think homework is so important that the students should speak English as much as they can in class or after class. It is necessary for the students to do some extensive exercises after class to consolidate the knowledge they learned.
